Study Visit to Brittany for Year 7 Students: Summer Term 2012

As you may already know, we have taken three parties of Year 7 students to a town in
Northern Brittany every summer term for the past sixteen years. We have already
provisionally booked three weeks for 2012. The visits are based at a modern centre in the
village of Begard, near the market town of Guingamp, west of Saint Brieuc and about an hour
west of St Malo. Please find the options we are offering on the attached sheet.

Each visit gives our young people a residential experience in France and an opportunity to use
the French they have been learning here and perhaps also in their primary schools. The visits
combine active use of French, outdoor activities and visits to places linked with History
courses in Year 7 and perhaps Year 8.

The price of £380 includes return travel from Richmond, insurance and all accommodation,
activities and meals at the centre. The maximum party size is 43 for each visit. If we are over-
subscribed on the visit you choose, the allocation of places will be done by ‘drawing names
out of a hat.” If you are unsuccessful with your first choice, we will try to offer you a place on
one of the other visits. If after this you still do not have a place, your deposit will be returned
and you will be given priority on the next trip you may wish to go on beyond Year 7.

At this stage we are asking for a deposit of £150 as a sign of your interest and commitment to
this project. This will not automatically guarantee you a place and will be refunded if we are
over-subscribed.
