Richmond Schools Y10 Rugby season kicked off in style this week as they breezed

past local rivals Bedale with a strong team performance. The match was the first

round in the prestigious Daily Mail Cup championship, a national school
tournament . The squad has high hopes fo

The match was held at Richmond Rugby Clu
ground. Richmond got going straight from the starting whistle, and launched
several early attacks on Bedalegs try |
Osborne intercepted a risky pass from the Bedale backline, and ran the pitch to

score the first of his three tries. Richmond continued to make chances and came

close to scoring two times, the second was after a brilliant length of the pitch run

from Sam Turner, who much to the amusement of everyone watching, managed

to drop the ball as he was touching it down, meaning it was ruled out. Turner

made up for it with a couple of great scores later in the game. After that,

Richmond found it much easier to make head way against a decent Bedale

defense. After fifteen minutes, they were boasting a comfortable 26 -0 lead. Bedale
rallied however, and were suddenly pouring pressure onto Richmond. Eventually,

the pressure paid off, and Bedale crossed the line for their first score and with a

missed conversion, the score became 26  -5. This setback however, seemed to kick
the home side back into gear, and after two more scores Richmond went in

leading 38 -5 at halftime.

The second half was to be more of a challenge for Richmond, as start player Dan
Osborne had to leave to field, and other players were beginning to tire. But after
some substitutions, and a few minutes to get back into their rhythm, Richmond
soon took control of the game once more. The tries ticked over, as did the clock,
and halfway through the second half Richmond led 59 -5. Once more Bedale
rallied, and came tantalizingly close to scoring again multiple times. It took a

loose ball, and some great pace for Bedale to turn defense into attack, and score a
well worked try in the corner, but once more they failed to get the kick. 59 -10 was
the score. The game was becoming sloppier, and the ball was changing hands
over and over. However, it was still clear that Richmond were in control, and they
hammered this message home with two more great scores, one from Luke
Richmond and the other from Allun Hillman, both these players were awarded a
joint man of the match. The whole team deserved a pat on the back, as it was a
great team performance. Richmond now face the mighty task of Barnard Castle in
round two of the competition.

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Fairtrade fuelled to the next level

Fairtrade has been a part of Richmond Sch
being taken to the next stage.

This year a group of Sixth Formers have started working toward the Fairtrade
Schools award. This is given to schools that show that they are committed to

Fairtrade in everything that they do.

The new project builds on the Fairtrade tuck shop that is run by Year 10s and 11s
from Miss Garnettgs office. They sell al |l
cereal bars, tea and coffee, every break and lunchtime. The Fairtrade products

benefit producers in less developed countries, by giving them a better price for

the fruit, chocolate and coffee that goes to make the products. All profits from

sales are being donated to charity, both a local and a global one, which this year

is CEDAR, a school link with an Indian charity, and Swaledale Mountain Rescue.

This means that by buying your snack from the Fairtrade group, you benefit three

good causes, as well as getting a tasty treat.

The Fairtrade Schools group will be set up in the next few weeks by Sixth

Formers at Richmond School, with the aim to complete the award in the next
couple of years. To complete the award the group has to show that they have
achieved the five targets.

First the group needs to assemble, and provide minutes of three meetings. Next
the group must work with teachers to write a whole school Fairtrade policy, to
commit to using Fairtrade products. As well as this, the group must work out how
many Fairtrade products are used within school, and try to use Fairtrade in, for
instance, school uniforms. Another important part of the program is to teach
children about Fairtrade. This already happens: you may have learnt about it in
Geography, FTT or English lessons. The final part of the jigsaw is to hold Fairtrade
events, and encourage the wider community to use Fairtrade.

Once the group has shown that they have achieved all of the targets above, the
Fairtrade Foundation, which is in charge of checking on Fairtrade products, will
decide whether to award Fairtrade Town status. Sam Brookes, a Year 12 student,
