This year at Easter the Classics Department ran a successful visit to Italy, based in Rome and
Sorrento. In order to take advantage of early booking prices and to give a longer lead-time for
payment we are advertising our next trip now. This time, however, we shall be going to
Greece and touring around the classical sites there. The proposed timetable of dates and a
brief itinerary is set out below.

September 2010

Dear Parent/Guardian

Saturday 31 March 2012
This is the first day of the Easter holidays. Coach travel to a Northern airport to connect with a
direct flight to Athens.

Sunday 1 April 2012
A full day site-seeing in Athens visiting the Acropolis, the Agora and the Theatre of Dionysus.

Monday 2 April 2012
Visiting the National Museum in Athens in the morning before transferring by coach to Delphi
in the afternoon.

Tuesday 3 April 2012
A morning’s visit to the spectacular mountain site of Delphi, home of Apollo’s oracle and the
centre of the ancient Greek world, before transferring by coach to Olympia.

Wednesday 4 April 2012
In the morning we visit the site of Olympia, the venue of the first ever Olympic Games. In the
afternoon we transfer to Tolon, a pretty coastal resort.

Thursday 5 April 2012
A full day’s excursion to Mycenae, the Homeric city of Agamemnon, and the stunning theatre
at Epidavros.

Friday 6 April 2012
A full day’s excursion to the historic port of Nauplion and the ancient city of Corinth.

Saturday 7 April 2012
Coach transfer to Athens airport, flight to UK and coach return to Richmond.
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We have booked provisionally with Voyager School Travel who specialise in catering for
school parties. Our provisional booking is for forty student places. The cost will be £750
which includes:

return flight to Greece

transfer to hotels and sites

travel insurance

return travel by coach to the UK airport
full board

travel around Athens on public transport
entry into museums etc where appropriate
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The only items not included are pocket money and drinks with meals. This is an active visit —
students must be prepared to walk places — we cover a lot of ground! We anticipate having
four staff with us, all of whom are experienced at taking school parties on such excursions and
the students will be closely supervised at all times.
