After an overnight flight from Manchester, we 
did a full day around the sites of Athens!  
Highlights included the original modern 
Olympic stadium, the temple of Olympian Zeus 
and of course the Acropolis and Parthenon 
(pictured here). 

Day two saw another early start to travel to the 
site of Delphi which was the centre of the 
ancient Greek world and the temple of Apollo.  

The ancient remains nestle at the foot of Mount 
Parnassos which spectacular views out over 
the Gulf of Corinth. 

By day three, we were at Olympia: this site 
is studied by our students for their GCSE 
examination and as a result they brought a 
good level of knowledge to their exploration 
of the ruins.  We even replayed the original 
stade race in the stadium to the 
bemusement of the Greek curators!  It was 
won by Matt Clark (pictured right), closely 
followed by James Ascough (pictured 
right). 

We had a memorable drive through the 
mountains at the heart of the Peloponnese 
and visited the Byzantine Monastery of 
Mystra en route to the eastern coast.
